nours studying various animals tnrougn
binoculars,” says Tobey. “Our trip to
New Zealand came during the last year
of Gene’s life. Shortly after our return, he
fell ill with pneumonia and spent a week
in the hospital. He created Red Stag
in his hospital room in Corpus Christi,
Texas, to remember his experiences in
New Zealand. The drawings on the piece
represent the Maori people with whom
he felt a close kinship.”

The skull and antlers of Gene’s New
Zealand red stag hang over Rebecca’s
fireplace in Santa Fe.

“Our rancher used the meat and
entrails from the animal to feed his
sheep dogs. We gave the skin to
the next hunter because he wanted
full-body taxidermy of the red stag that
he collected. No part of Gene’s animal
was wasted,” says Tobey. “He told
everyone that the trip was one of the
high points of his life.”

All of artist Dave McGary’s striking
bronzes are inspired by the incredible
relationships he has developed over the
past 30 years with his Native American
friends, including his work for the show
titled Rain in the Face.

“I've been honored by being adopted
into a Lakota family,” says McGary.
“That has given me the responsibility
and opportunity to use my art as an
educational tool to help others to
experience an amazing culture.”

McGary is a realist and historian,
and uses his craft to give viewers an
opportunity to experience a culture he
feels is such an important part of the
country’s history.
